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What do you do on a Satur-

day morning?  Turn up for 

your session thinking I won-

der what we are going to do 

today?  Have you ever gone 

away thinking well that was 

OK but I wish we had done 

this, or that, as well, or 

donõt they know I need to 

learn this? 

Well no more; as a club we 

want to move from Coach 

led sessions to Student led 

sessions. 

What this means very sim-

ply is that you as a paddler 

play a far greater role in 

deciding what the content 

of your session will be at 

the start of the day. 

We know that because 

each of our coaches are 

volunteers we canõt guaran-

tee continuity of coaching 

each week, so to overcome 

this we need to work to-

wards the paddlers having 

a much better idea of what 

they need or want to 

achieve. 

We are going to do this by 

working with each paddler 

to design an action plan 

that is unique to them.  So 

whether your goal is to pass 

your 2 star, start paddling 

on the WW course or under-

take an open canoe journey 

we will design an action 

plan that will help you 

through each step of this 

process. 

This will enable you and 

your coach to highlight ar-

eas that you need to work 

on and then when you work 

with another coach you will 

be able to tell them what 

you need to achieve. 

For our Junior paddlers this 

can be done very simply by 

working through their Pad-

dlepower booklets.  The 

difference will be that in-

stead of asking the coach 

at the end of the session 

what can be signed off, 

they will be telling the 

coach at the beginning of 

the session what they need 

to cover. 

We hope that by tackling 

our coaching from a com-

pletely different viewpoint 

we can ensure that our 

paddlers go away happy 

from each session knowing 

that they are working to-

wards their goals and mak-

ing progress towards their 

targets. 

In the future Coaches will 

spend 5-10 minutes at the 

beginning of the session 

discussing what the pad-

dlers need from their ses-

sions.  Then at the end of 

the sessions coaches will 

be able to help paddlers 

review their progress and 

check that they are heading 

towards their goals. 

We will be posting up some 

planning sheets on to the 

website for paddlers to 

download and complete, 

and they can then discuss 

these with the coach of 

their choice. 

It will take time for our 

coaches to get into this new 

way of thinking, and deliver-

ing sessions, but we are 

sure that it will lead to a 

much higher level of satis-

faction with the coaching 

that paddlers receive. 

dlers and take their money.  

We also need people to 

help kit out new paddlers 

with a buoyancy aid, paddle 

and boat. 

This doesnõt take a massive 

amount of skill and training 

will be given.
